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· Obtain verbal consent from source patient or Substitute Decision Maker (SDM) to allow blood work to be drawn.

· Ensure source patient/SDM is given the Source Patient Information Form.

· Document in the patient record that the consent was obtained & Information sheet given.

· Order appropriate tests in powerplan: PEP (HIV, Hep B, (HBsAg, Anti-HBs), Hep C). Fill out extra ministry paper forms for Hep C, HIV (provided in PEP kit found in ER or see example on- line).  

· Rapid HIV testing of the source patient should be ordered but is limited to needle stick exposures only.   The rapid HIV checklist must be reviewed & signed by the injured staff member.

· The attending physician or designate is responsible for reviewing results and following up with the source patient.


If the patient refuses to have blood work drawn the protocol under the Mandatory Blood Testing Act, 2006 must be followed and an applicant /physician report should be completed and submitted. OHS will assist the staff person with this process as it can take up to 3 weeks.  Do not draw blood work on the source patient without consent or this process being followed.
