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Source Patient Information Sheet



· A Toronto East General Hospital (TEGH) staff member has recently had a needle stick injury and/or body fluid exposure while caring for you.

· The results of your blood work will be shared with those caring for the injured staff member such as occupational health nurses, occupational health doctors, emergency doctors or infectious disease doctors to ensure the staff member receives appropriate treatment.

· The results will be sent to the ordering physician and your family doctor.

· If your results are positive, you will be contacted by the ordering physician within 2 weeks.  All new positive results are reported to the Medical Officer of Health by law.


· You need to follow up with your family physician or a walk in clinic to obtain your results if you have not heard anything in two weeks.
